	All ICSGA member schools are expected to comply with the guidelines, rules, and policies that govern the ICSGA Athletic Association.  Administrators, Headmasters, and/or Principals have the responsibility to ensure that Athletic Directors, coaches, and others working within the athletic department are in compliance with ICSGA policy at all times.       As a member school in the ICSGA, we understand and pledge to cooperate in the following:


	1
	We have read the ICSGA Manual that governs the ICSGA Athletic Association and will ensure that our school remains in compliance with the ICSGA guidelines and policies.

	2
	The Athletic Director, coaches, assistant coaches and others associated with our athletic department have read the ICSGA Manual and will ensure compliance to all ICSGA guidelines and policies.

	3
	We understand that our school must plan and organize our yearly calendars around the Official ICSGA Calendar so as not to interfere with region,sub-state,semi-final, or championship matches and/or tournaments. Regular 
sports scheduling will be worked out between member schools.Failure to comply may result in the dismissal of  your member school if calendar events results in a cancellation of any tournament game or match.

	We understand that scheduled play-off dates will not be changed to accommodate any member school if a conflict exist.

	5
	We understand that senior trips, proms, banquets, missionary trips, and other scheduled events must not be scheduled during region,sub-state,semi-finals,or state championship tourn. or matches if the trips involve athletes.

	6
	We understand that “hardships” may not be filed regarding the 19 yr. old, 16 yr. old. and the 5th yr. senior Rule.

	7
	We understand that “hardships” may only be filed according to the date as outlined in the ICSGA Manual.

	8
	We understand that member schools will pay a financial fine to the ICSGA for violations of certain policies as out-
Lined ion the ICSGA Manual. We will also ensure that all financial fines will be paid by the member school in a timely manner.

	9
	We understand that member schools are considered to be classified as “ineligible” to compete in sub-state, semi-finals, or state championship tourn. or matches if all applicable financial fine have not been paid in full.

	10
	We understand that all sports fees must be paid in full by the due date before our school is eligible to compete in any sport.

	11
	We understand that each member school will pay a $ 200.00 annual insurance fee. This fee protects the Directors and Volunteer officers of the ICSGA and does not cover our school or athletes in any way.

	12
	We understand that all member schools are required to provide proof of insurance to the ICSGA that covers our school and our athletes, coaches and fans.

	13
	We understand that all member schools are required to send one representative to the two main league meetings during the year. The meetings are held in November and May each year. If your school participates in Football, you are required to send a representative to the annual football meeting in April of each year. All meeting are held @ Heritage Christian School in Sharpsburg, Ga.

	14
	We understand that all athletes associated with our school must meet all eligibility requirements as outlined in the ICSGA Manual. Schools found to be using ineligible athletes will forfeit all games in which the athlete participated and the school may face possible expulsion from the league.
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	15
	We understand that only Athletic Directors should communicate with the Executive Director of the ICSGA     concerning any issues. Coaches, assistant coaches and parents should not contact the League Office about any issue. Administrators and/or Principals may contact us at any time if you have a question or concern about the ICSGA or other member schools.  

	16
	We understand that in case of a conflict and/or disagreement between a member school and the ICSGA, we pledge to work cooperatively with each other in a Godly, Christ-like manner to resolve any issue.

	17
	We understand that in case of a conflict and/or disagreement between two member schools concerning any issue, to work cooperatively in a Godly and Christ-like manner to resolve the issue. When it is necessary for the Executive Board to make a decision in any matter regarding conflict, we pledge to abide by the Board decision. 

	18
	We understand that as a member of the ICSGA, we are required to play all member schools in our region even if there is a conflict or disagreement with another member school. A member school could face expulsion from the league for refusing to compete against another school for any reason.

	19
	We understand that the ICSGA is a board governed organization. Therefore, we pledge to abide by all decisions of the ICSGA Executive Board in all matters.

	20
	We understand that all member schools refrain from gossip, having a critical spirit, or having a faultfinding spirit or attitude towards another member school or any of their representatives. All concerns must be communicated by the Athletic Director to the Executive Director of the ICSGA and not to other individuals or schools.
